Musical selections must be a standard concerto or work
written for soloist with orchestral accompaniment. Work
not allowed for competition are listed on theTSO website:
theTSO,org. Competition winners must be available for
selected Thursday night rehearsals in lYarch and April, the
dress rehearsal on May 2nd, and both performances on May
3rd and 4th. Music must be memorized at the first round of
the competition.

Finalists will per-form the entirety of their work or a prede-
termined excerpt not to exceed 7 minutes.
