How does the “Battle” work?
Students read the books on the list from October-March

The “Battle” is a game show style competition, held in March. Teams earn

points by answering guestions about books they have read from a specific

list. Teams receive points for knowing the title and the author. At the end of 3

battle rounds the team points are added up and the top 2 teams go on to the
~ “Final Battle” in a school assembly. The winning 5"/6" grade team advances

on to a district competition.

We have had amazing success with this program for the past 2 years. Our
teachers report that many students who may have been reluctant to read are
eager to start reading. Students learn teamwork and responsibility while
learning to love books they may not have chosen on their own. This is a self
_|_paced reading program that benefits every student who participates.
