Homework

Beginning in September, students will be using a program called IXL for
homework.

A third grade homework sheet will be sent home weekly via email and in
their homework folder. The IXL skills your child needs to master for the week
will be listed. This will be checked for completion by the teacher every
Monday. Homework participation will be reflected in a portion of your child’s
grade.

Students will be expected to read at least 30 minutes per day at home.
They will not be required to turn in a reading log weekly, but students will
meet with their teacher periodically to discuss their reading.
