The Utah State of Education has approved a reading tutorial 
program called STAR, Student Tutoring Achievement for 
Reading.  The STAR program supports the Utah Elementary 
Language Arts Core Curriculum. 
  
The Purpose of STAR is to provide students reading below grade 
level with additional reading practice.  Students participating in 
STAR meet with a volunteer who is trained to provide them with 
a series of targeted lessons.  The lessons enhance primary 
reading instruction offered by teachers and support the 
following researched-based components of reading; Phonemic 
awareness, phonics, fluency, comprehension, and vocabulary.
