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Our students in grades 4-b are tested annually using the SAGE test, while our lower
grades are assessed using the DIBELS test. The SAGE test measures students in
Language Arts, Math and Science while DIBELS measures only literacy, one of our
most crucial skills. We are pleased to report excellent results in both assessments!

Our SAGE scores show Seqo Lily Students scoring “Proficient” at 06%, a8% and
08% in Language Arts, Math and Science respectively. These scores are higher than
the Alpine School District and State averages.
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
