Since the bond passed in 2006, Alpine School District has grown by 9,820 students and is projected to grow an additional 10,000 students in the next five years. 
 
As part of the bond process, the district has commenced the process of determining what growth and capital needs projects should be included and the amount 
the bond will need to be to cover their cost. Research is being conducted and a survey is underway. 
 
Public meetings will be held during the months of April and May to receive public feedback on the bond proposal. We invite you to attend to learn more about 
the bond and to offer input.
