In 2016-17 the results for the
Reading Comprehension goal
indicate 75% made progress, 18% of
students maintained, and 7%
regressed. Data for the Math
Numeracy goal show 56% made
progress, 36% of students
maintained, and 8% regressed.
Results for the Behavior goal
indicate that 66% made progress,
28% maintained, and 6% regressed.
For many of our students,
maintenance may be considered a
benefit given that is takes years to
see measurable growth. However,
the goal is always improvement.
