By cutting back on aide time, we might be able to see how much time
is really needed, and figure out some ways to use it more effectively.
Sometimes one teacher needs aide help more than they might a
different year because of how their class is structured that year.

We may have
less funding than this year next year because our enroliment is projected
to decline. Motion made and seconded. Unanimous vote in the
affirmative.

Legislative changes. The cap on funds disbursed from the trustland fund
was raised by 1%. SCCs are now in charge of internet filtering from the
schools. We will wait for direction from the district about how much we
need to get involved with this.
