•Attendance at school is very important to your student’s academic success.  Parents 
will be contacted after excessive absences.

•If students roller blade or ride a skateboard, scooter, or bike to school, they must walk 
them when they get onto school grounds.

Parent Drop off and Pick up Guidelines
Safety is very important to all of us.  Please follow these guidelines to insure the safety of 
our students, staff and patrons.
• Upon entering the school driveway, please maintain a single file line in the right hand 

lane.  The left lane is reserved for cars exiting the school.  Vehicles should pull up to the 
most forward spot before stopping.  Please do not block the crosswalks.  The bus lane 
is reserved for buses 15 minutes before and after school for both tracks.
